City Engineer, Shane Kremser, provided testimony.

Mr. Kremser stated Columbia Gas has been performing the Accelerated Main Replacement Program here over the past couple of years.


Mr. Kremser stated they are replacing the old steel gas mains with plastic ones.

Mr. Kremser stated there are some safety issues with having steel gas mainlines.

Mr. Kremser stated there were two instances where they were not in the dedicated public roadway.

Mr. Kremser stated the first one is on Downs Court.


Mr. Kremser stated there is not a dedicated public right away.


Mr. Kremser stated there was already a gas main there but there are several residential homes that were serviced.

Mr. Kremser stated the mainline has already been replaced and now work is occurring on individual pipelines to homes.


Mr. Kremser stated therefore an easement is required.


Mr. Kremser stated this ordinance is to authorize an easement for Columbia Gas and their gas main.


Mr. Kremser mentioned again there was already an existing gas main there, but this is the installation of a new gas main in the same vicinity.


Mayor Stewart stated the new pipe line goes down in the general vicinity.


Mr. Kremser concurred with Mayor Stewart.


Mrs. Tunnell asked if this is work for next year.


Mr. Kremser stated this work is already done.


Mrs. Tunnell asked if they are done for sure because they have been up and down without informing any residents in either of our Wards. 


Mr. Kremser stated the work is done but they have to come back and do the tie ins and he is not sure where they are at with that.

Mr. Kremser stated they are coordinating still with the residents.


Mr. Kremser stated they sent out mailings about this.


Mrs. Tunnell stated that was allegedly.


Mayor Stewart stated they did have public meetings.


Mrs. Tunnell stated they did have public meetings for the North side but not for the South side.


Mr. Kremser stated they lumped it all into one public meeting.


Mr. Kremser stated they did their best to try and convey the information.


Mrs. Tunnell stated the first time they were here they were great but this last year was a fiasco.


Mr. Kremser stated there are no plans for next year.


Mr. Kremser agrees there have been some problems with restoration but every time we have reached out to Columbia Gas on behalf of a resident they responded to it.


Mayor Stewart stated he is willing to contact Columbia Gas and tell them the issues.


Mayor Stewart stated he is going to ask that they notify those properties that are being affected by the construction in that area.


Mayor Stewart stated they have been responsive to individual calls and feels this is fair.

Mr. Kremser believes this line was installed and an easement is necessary.

Finance Director, Larry Paxton, provided testimony.

Mr. Paxton stated the purpose of changing that is to remove the fund requirement of 202 and replaces it with 405.

Mr. Paxton stated 206 and 208 are permissible tax funds.


Mr. Paxton stated we did transfer some money into 405 last year, about 30,000 each for each of those three funds.

Mr. Paxton stated that way none of those funds takes a direct hit.


Mr. Paxton stated the permissive tax funds are being scrutinized a little bit at this point.


Mr. Paxton stated the budget we were working on last year for the 202 fund really couldn’t afford to share in this project at this time.


Mr. Paxton stated it was more prudent at this time to use 206 and 208 and try to equally share the capital Improvements Fund.


Mrs. Detrow asked if this was an amended resolution.


Mr. Paxton stated he believes that would be correct.


Mr. Bush stated that is correct.

COUNCIL COMMENTS: 

Mr. Miller stated it is an honor to join Council and he looks forward to working with everyone.


Mr. Miller also congratulated Mrs. Detrow on being selected as the new Council President.


Mr. Fishpaw stated he attended the County Parks District Meeting last night.


Mr. Fishpaw stated some citizens brought up the issue as to who has police jurisdiction at Freerfield Park.


Mr. Fishpaw stated he wanted to bring it up because the people of Morgan Avenue want to know who they are supposed to call.


Mr. Fishpaw stated he talked to the Police Chief, Mayor, and Law Director about it today. 


Mr. Fishpaw stated the law Director stated we have always had jurisdiction of the property there but it is a joint jurisdiction with the City.


Mr. Fishpaw stated he again brings this up because at one time it used to be County Property and now it is owned by the Ashland County Park District so it is no longer County Property.


Chief Marcelli stated they have been handling those calls for a number of years and they come up as a result of the Ballonfest.


Chief Marcelli stated they do handle these calls because it is in the City on private property.


Mayor Stewart stated there is not an issue between the Ashland City Police Department and the Ashland County Sheriff’s Department.


Mayor Stewart stated they do work together and there are no adversities.


Mr. Fishpaw agreed.

Mayor Stewart stated that may have been alluded to last night and it is not true.


Mayor Stewart stated there are no issues between those two safety forces.


Mrs. Tunnell stated she has personally seen the issue of cars stopping in the middle of the intersection at Miller, East Washington and East Main Streets.


Mrs. Tunnell stated the light was installed two years ago but there has been some confusion.


Mrs. Tunnell stated when you are going northeast on Washington and you have a green light, you continue through it. 


Mrs. Tunnell stated even if the light is red, that is for the rest of Main Street.


Mr. Kremser it is an irregular intersection.

Mr. Kremser stated there are do not block intersection signs.


Mrs. Tunnell agreed there are do not block intersection signs but they are so far away.


Mrs. Detrow has an issue in her Ward.


Mrs. Detrow stated it has to do with having a motor home and the duration it can be parked in a yard.


Mrs. Detrow asked Mr. Cadley if he would like to speak to this and he stated no.


Mr. Cadley then stated he would appreciate Mrs. Detrow explaining their position.


Mr. Kremser cited the existing codified ordinance.

Mrs. Detrow asked Mr. Kremser if a trailer would be considered a motor home.

Mr. Kremser stated yes.


Mr. Kremser cited what was defined in the zoning definition as a trailer from 1966.


Mrs. Detrow stated these concerns come from an article that was published in the Times Gazette about an ordinance amending a section concerning parking recreational vehicles and trailers. 


Mrs. Detrow stated this stemmed from a Council Meeting about a month ago and implied council had passed for the first time an ordinance that stated one cannot have a motor home on a permanent basis in a back yard.

Mrs. Detrow stated this is what caused Mr. Cadley to give her a call and speak in opposition to that.


Mrs. Detrow stated after searching with Mr. Kremser in his office, they found this ordinance had been there for some time.


Mrs. Detrow stated it stated you can’t have motor home parked in a back yard for any length of time.


Mrs. Detrow states it is not legally acceptable to let it sit there the whole winter.


Mrs. Detrow stated in regard to finances, we have one building and zoning inspector. 


Mrs. Detrow stated we are actually complaint driven.


Mrs. Detrow stated if our inspector received a complaint from someone in the City then our building and zoning inspector will go check it out.



Mr. Kremser stated they will send out a letter if they are out of compliance.


Mrs. Detrow stated we are not in the business of hassling people.


Mr. Courtright, neighbor to Mr. Cadley wanted to know what defines temporary.

Mr. Kresmer stated he normally asks where you store it.


Mr. Kremser stated if they don’t have an answer then we know it is not temporary.


Mayor Stewart suggested we ask our Law Director what is considered temporary.


Mr. Bush stated that it is a case by case determination and it could depend on a lot of factors.


Mr. Bush agreed with Mr. Kremser in that if they don’t have an answer for where it is stored then it is not temporary.


Mr. Bush stated that could be one of those factors.


Mr. Kremser stated these are your zoning ordinances and they are there to protect your property rights.


Mr. Kremser stated again this is complaint driven; they are not going out and looking in people’s backyards.


Mr. Cadley insinuated there have been complaints about this.


Mrs. Detrow stated she did not think there have been any complaints about this.


Mr. Kresmer agreed with Mrs. Detrow.

Mayor Stewart stated he would like to ask Council to go to Executive Session to discuss potential litigation.

COMMENTS FROM THE AUDIENCE: 


Mrs. Karen Emery stated in regards to the mobile home issue how does that pertain to boats sitting on trailers on properties for long periods of time.


Mrs. Emery stated there was a boat that sat on a yard on Hillcrest Avenue for a long period of time.


Mrs. Emery stated the boat had a tarnished cover and was not attractive to look at.


Mrs. Emery stated now there is a boat sitting on a trailer at a house near the post office.


Mrs. Emery stated the house it sits at is very run down and in need of painting or siding.


Mrs. Emery stated the house is very unattractive and now there is boat on a trailer sitting on the property.


Mrs. Emery stated her next issue was for the Fire Chief in regards to Freer field Park.


Mrs. Emery stated she walks there frequently and she noticed in the Fall people are smoking and dropping cigarette butts on the ground on the pathway.


Mrs. Emery stated there are a lot of dead things in that  woods and feels there need to be no smoking signs put up.

Chief Anderson said we could do that or you as a citizen could contact the Park District and tell them.


Chief Anderson stated they do not have the man power to go policing people on private property.


Chief Anderson stated to call the Park District about the concern.


Mrs. Emery stated she wanted to know if semis were allowed to park in Hawkins parking lot.


Mrs. Emery wanted to know if that was zoned to allow semi’s to park there.


Mr. Bush stated he believes it would to up to the owners at Hawkins.

Mr. Kremser stated it is an operational supermarket and asked if they were parking there for that reason.


Mrs. Emery stated no, they are parking on the side of the super market.


Mr. Kremser stated he would have to look at it.



Mr. Kremser stated there is not anything that says they can’t park on commercial property.


Mrs. Emery stated it is probably someone who got permission to store it there.


Mr. Kremser stated then it is probably ok as long as it is not a nuisance to anyone.


Mrs. Emery stated she cares how the City looks and she has noticed Walmart has a lot of shipping containers that sit out.

Mrs. Emery wanted to know if we have any ordinances with the appearance of that.


Mr. Kremser stated no we don’t.


Mr. Kresmer stated our ordinances deal more with use or setback.


Mr. Kresmer stated if they are sitting to close to a property line then that would be a setback issue.


Mr. Kremser stated Mrs. Emery may want to call Walmart and talk to the Store Manager about it.


Mr. Cadley commented with a lot of concerns about his motor home and storing it on his property.


Mr. Cadley stated the information that was in paper was in direct contradiction from what he got from our offices.


Mr. Cadley does not want to be out of compliance with this policy.


Mr. Cadley stated he has had his motor home sitting on his property for over 20 years and there have been no problem or complaints.


Mr. Cadley stated he was down to our offices many times over the years and no one has ever told him there was a problem with it.


Mr. Cadley stated if there is a problem with it then he wants to know.


Mr. Cadley stated again there has never been an issue with his motor home sitting on his property until now.

Mr. Cadley stated he feels he has to make an adjustment and find somewhere for his hundred thousand motor home to be stored.


Mr. Cadley stated he is very unhappy about this.


Mr. Miller asked if anyone has approached him and asked him to move it.


Mr. Cadley stated no.


Mr. Miller stated no one is telling you have to move it.


Mr. Valentine stated there have been no complaints.


Mr. Cadley stated it is too costly to store this motor home at the fairgrounds.


Mr. Cadley feels after reading the short article in the Times Gazette about this that it does pertain to him.


Mayor Stewart stated that his office continues to get complaints and the people refuse to give their name.


Mayor Stewart stated when he gets those complaints that they go in the trash can.


Mayor Stewart stated he agrees with Mr. Cadley and that it needs to be a legitimate complaint.


Mayor Stewart again stated this is complaint driven.

Mayor Stewart stated he does not know of a registered complaint against Mr. Cadley.


Mayor Stewart stated he respects Mr. Cadley’s 52 years in the City of Ashland and his concerns.


Mrs. Tunnell stated she thought we tabled that ordinance.


Mayor Stewart stated we did.


Mayor Stewart stated the ordinance Dr. Stuart brought up is not in effect, the one Mr. Kremser read is.


Mr. Cadley stated he is willing to make some changes if need be so he is in compliance with the ordinance.


Mr. Cadley stated he just needs to know what they are.


Mr. Cadley again stated he does not want to be out compliance so that is why he is here.


Mr. Cadley asks if he puts it in a garage is that acceptable.


Mr. Kremser stated it is.


Mr. Courtright wanted to know if behind the home was acceptable and moved on a regular basis.


Mr. Kremser stated yes if it is temporary storage.


Mr. Cadley thanked everyone for letting him voice his concerns about this.


Mayor Stewart thanked Mr. Cadley for speaking without excitement.


Mrs. Cadley stated her husband has lost a lot of sleep the past few weeks worrying about this.


Mrs. Cadley stated she feels the complaint existed from someone else and not them.


Mrs. Cadley feels you should deal with the person who the complaint is about and not punish everyone.


Mr. Kremser stated he does not recall sending a letter out to the Cadleys about their motor home parked in their backyard.


Mr. Kremser stated it has been for ones in the front yard only.

Mrs. Cadley stated that is why this has been so upsetting to them.


Mrs. Cadley stated they will look to see what they can do to be in compliance.


Mrs. Cadley stated she appreciates us listening to them tonight.


Mayor Stewart stated much of this drama comes from the interpretation of what was being abbreviated in the newspaper. 

Mayor Stewart stated they have to abbreviate but it sometimes leads to a different conclusion for the reader.


Mrs. Emery asked about deeds here and how they are enforced.


Mayor Stewart stated deed restrictions are handled by the developer or property owner.


Mayor Stewart stated deed restrictions are not a part of city litigations.


Mr. Bush stated that is correct.


Mayor Stewart stated deed restrictions are a private entity.
