Testimony provided by Shane Kremser.

Mr. Kremser stated we are considered an urbanized area and are required to file a permit with the EPA in regards to the Codified Ordinance for erosion and sediment control.

Mr. Kremser stated as a part of our permit we are required to enforce rules and one of those rule is discharges from construction sites.


Mr. Kremser stated this is nothing new and we have been enforcing it.


Mr. Kremser stated construction sites over a certain size have to get special permits from the EPA.


Mrs. Detrow stated for example the hotel.


Mr. Kremser stated yes.


Mr. Kremser stated their permits are with the general contractor and the rules are in there.


Mr. Kremser stated our MS4 permit requires we have a means to enforce those requirements.


Mr. Kremser stated that is what this is about.

Testimony provided by Finance Director, Larry Paxton.


Mr. Paxton stated this is an ordinance where we are asking to create two new funds.


Mr. Paxton stated one is a Water Capital Improvement Fund and the other is a Traffic Signal Improvement Fund.



Mr. Paxton stated this is very similar to Sewer Capital Improvements Fund.


Mr. Paxton stated this would only be used for projects for our water system.


Mr. Paxton stated this will only be used for Capital Improvements.


Mr. Paxton stated there will be no labor, wages or benefits taken out of it.


Mr. Paxton stated once the Appropriations are passed we anticipate transferring $25,000 to this fund to get it started.


Mr. Paxton stated the other is the Traffic Signal Improvement Fund.

 
Mr. Paxton stated this is so that when the OPWC funds become available for the traffic signals, the money will be put into these funds and then expensed out of. 


Mrs. Tunnell asked OPWC their money.

Mr. Paxton stated yes, their money.


Mayor Stewart stated he wanted to make it very clear that the $25,000 transfer is not coming from any general fund monies.


Mr. Paxton stated that is correct.


Mayor Stewart stated it is only water to water.

Mr. Burgess stated the increase ends up being the same from the last contract.


Mr. Burges stated one thing they have added is a clothing allowance reimbursement. 


Mr. Burgess stated they had a uniform allowance in their last contract.


Mr. Burgess stated that they talked to the Chief and now it is a reimbursement allowance with a certain dollar amount.


Mr. Burgess stated from our calculations it will actually save the City money on the uniforms and it will also help our employees.


Mr. Burgess stated they will then be able to buy the specific clothing items they really need.


Mr. Burgess stated he thinks this is a win win for everyone involved.


Mr. Burgess stated there was some language they had to clarify with the patrolmen for funeral leave.


Mr. Burgess stated we did the same with the clerks because it is the same.

Mr. Paxton stated this is the annual Appropriation Ordinance that we discussed at the Tuesday Meeting. 

Mr. Paxton stated it is the same numbers.


Mr. Paxton stated when he read the newspaper the other day it is stated we have ten million dollars and that was not accurate.


Mr. Paxton stated the City does have some reserves but we don’t have ten million in the bank.


Mr. Paxton stated when looking at the Appropriations, it is a very tight product.


Mr. Paxton stated it gives the opportunity this year to work on some things.


Mr. Paxton stated our Economy has improved since the recession in 2008 but our costs have continued to climb. 


Mr. Paxton stated we see the costs go up in hour homes and the Government is no different than that.


Mr. Paxton stated employees want to be paid to do their job.


Mr. Paxton stated he feels everyone is proud of the 231 employees we have.


Mr. Paxton stated it is a tough time right now to meet all of the needs and services running.

Mr. Paxton stated it takes a lot of time meeting with the directors and council in regards to the budget.


Mr. Paxton stated we have to live within our means in regards to the budget.


Mrs. Detrow stated it is close to a tragedy that we can’t supply enough money for our safety forces and we can’t keep our streets paved.


Mrs. Detrow stated those are both things that are obvious and terrible.


Mayor Stewart stated that Mr. Paxton alluded to the 231 employees.


Mayor Stewart stated that is number is down 10 to 15 percent from where we were in 2007, 2008.


Mayor Stewart stated that is between 10 and 15 employees less.


Mayor Stewart stated and people say we need to tighten up.


Mayor Stewart stated he is not complaining,  he will make do with what we have, but it will not be pretty.


Mr. Paxton stated you are right Mayor; we have not cut services so that makes us very busy.


Mrs. Tunnell stated she appreciates that they were able to work on the budget more this year.


Mrs. Tunnell stated she can’t vote for a budget when there are not enough Police Officers on the streets. 


Mrs. Tunnell stated there are some things to work on in the upcoming year.

Mrs. Goon stated again this is an example of the CRA and what it can do.


Mrs. Tunnell asked if she knew when he was going to be up.


Mrs. Goon stated he gave till the end of the year.


Mrs. Goon stated they are still deciding on sight plans and there are three he has to pick from.


Mrs. Goon stated the plans are all beautiful and she is glad to see improvements up and down Claremont.


Mayor Stewart stated it is going to be a Ford franchise.


Mrs. Goon stated all kinds of cars can be serviced there.

Mr. Paxton stated the City did apply for Ohio Public Works Commissions Assistance.


Mr. Paxton stated in these projects 20 % will come from the permissive tax funds that the City collects.


Mr. Paxton stated the interest costs will be paid from those funds.


Mr. Paxton stated the permissive funds currently does not have enough money in them to get these projects up and going this year.


Mr. Paxton stated it is believed by next year there will be enough money in it to pay back the note.


Mr. Paxton stated we don’t want to borrow any more then we have to.


Mr. Paxton stated our Permissive Tax Funds are set and one comes from the State and the other comes from the State through the County back to us.

Mr. Paxton stated this process takes time unfortunately.
