Mrs. Detrow stated Mr. Sponseller has volunteered.


Mrs. Tunnell stated having police and fireman going door to door would be great.


Mr. Valentine stated we talked about already and agree.


Mr. Miller stated if we are going to do yard signs then they need to be simple.


Mrs. Tunnell stated they already have that taken care of.


Mr. Miller asked if the committee was looking at doing mailings.


Mrs. Tunnell stated yes.


Mrs. Tunnell stated Mr. Haberman is working on this.


Mr. Valentine stated it is important to let the seniors know they don’t have to pay for this tax increase.


Mr. Ken Eckenroth stated so your budgeting 2,000 signs for both.


Mrs. Tunnell stated yes.


Chief Marcelli stated years ago they purchased a booth at the County Fair to help get the word out.

Mrs. Tunnell stated we have a booth this year at fair and everyone gets to work it.


Mrs. Tunnell stated either her or someone on the committee will be in charge of scheduling everyone.


Mrs. Detrow talked a designated place people can yard signs from.

It was mentioned to have the Time Gazette put an article in the paper on where people can pick signs up from.


Mrs. Tunnell stated you cannot advertise for a levy on County or City property.


Mr. Valentine stated with posters you want to do it strategically.


Mrs. Detrow asked if there were any other ideas.


Mrs. Tunnell stated when everything is ready to be printed, she will have city council members look over it all first.


Mr. Miller stated that would be great.


It was mentioned to have buttons available with levy information on it to pass out to people.

Mr. Eckenroth thought that was a great idea since they are inexpensive.


Stickers and window decals were mentioned to hand out as well.

Mrs. Tunnell stated they are checking on billboard prices.


Mr. Miller stated we have the committee in place to run the campaign so we need to relay all the facts to the citizens of Ashland.


Mr. Miller stated council will be more than willing to go speak to groups and organizations.


Mr. Fishpaw stated we need to make sure we are all presenting the same information at these gatherings.


Mrs. Tunnell stated they will make sure they do that.


Mr. Eckenroth asked if the PR Committee is going to run the booth and schedule it.


Mr. Eckenroth also stated we need to make sure we give something away.



Mrs. Tunnell stated like a sticker.


Mr. Eckenroth stated that is an important PR piece.

Mr. Valentine agreed, give them something. 


Chief Marcelli stated hand out rulers; they are cheap and would be great.


Mr. Valentine stated he will get a lot of signs out to business owner’s downtown to hang up.


Mr. Valentine stated we need to convey to seniors if you are retired or disabled, it won’t cost you anything.


Mr. Valentine stated we need to do a better job of getting that out.


Mr. Eckenroth stated they will vote so we need to make sure they know that.



Mrs. Detrow asked if Citizens for a Better Ashland is going to be used again.

Mrs. Tunnell stated that is the idea so in five years we will have it.
