Shane Kremser, City Engineer, Provided Testimony.

Mr. Kremser stated this is clarifying some things in the planning and zoning department.


Mr. Kremser stated trailers are mentioned in the RM District and how trailers apply in other districts.


Mr. Kremser stated you really need to look at the RM District to find the requirements.


Mr. Kremser stated they essentially want to enact a separate use regulation for recreational vehicles and trailers.


Mr. Kremser stated this will be much easier to find.


Mrs. Detrow asked if anything was changing.


Mr. Kremser stated there are changes and what constitutes a trailer versus a boat.

Mr. Kremser stated someone could take their boat off their trailer and leave it sit and the ordinance now doesn’t say anything about that.


Mr. Wolfe stated it was his understanding that this was being presented for Council’s review only tonight, not adoption.

Mr. Wolfe stated he doesn’t think this is ready to be adopted.


Mr. Wolfe stated there are too many changes that have not been thoroughly looked at.


Mr. Wolfe stated we need to make sure all the changes are consistent.


Mr. Wolfe again stated he thought this was something Council could look at and continue to develop.


Mr. Wolfe stated there are a lot of sections in the zoning code that could be affected by these changes.

Mr. Wolfe stated he did not know where we were at with this proposal and he thinks we should only pass this on the first reading.


Mayor Stewart stated all our legislation is sent to our Law Director and Finance Director for approval.


Mayor Stewart stated Mr. Wolfe did call him and ask him to just present this to Council for review only.


Mayor Stewart neglected to pass this on to our City Council Clerk so that’s why it is on the agenda.


Mrs. Detrow asked if we should just table it until the next meeting.


Mr. Wolfe recommended we don’t adopt this at this time because there may need to be some fine tuning.

Dr. Stuart stated we have a situation where we can park pontoon boats on blocks in the front yard.

Dr. Stuart stated if this is ok, then that is wrong.


Mr. Wolfe stated they have dealt with situation of that nature in the past when a boat has been on a trailer.


Mr. Wolfe stated this is one situation and we don’t want to create a rule to deal with one particular situation.


Mr. Wolfe stated there is no question we need some remedial legislation.


Mr. Wolfe stated he feels we need to make sure we are doing it properly.


Mr. Wolfe stated if we pass this tonight it, it is not going to remove that pontoon boat.


Mr. Wolfe stated there needs to a grace period when you change a law to give people the chance to fix it

it.


Mr. Wolfe stated maybe wait till Spring.


Dr. Stuart stated why not wait till Summer and then they can take it.


Mr. Wolfe stated to make a change like this you have to give people time to work into it and adjust to the change.

Dr. Stuart asked if we could park cars in the front yard on blocks.


Mr. Wolfe stated he did not know and he would have to look into it.

“Fraud and “Scam Presentation by Dan Deville from First Energy Service Corporation.


Mr. Deville provided testimony.


Mr. Deville started by congratulating Dr. Stuart on his years with Council.


Mr. Deville stated he is here tonight to give a public service announcement in regards to Fraud.

Mr. Deville stated he has seen a huge increase in fraudulent and scam activity in the utilities department.


Mr. Deville stated he is here to educate us so we don’t end up victims.

Mr. Deville stated they are not going to send a demanding email or text saying if you don’t pay then your power will be shut off.


Mr. Deville stated they will send you something through the mail indicating you need to make contact with them because of an issue.


Mr. Deville stated to be wary of the supposed utilities contractors coming to your door to look inside your house to inspect so you don’t get your power shut off. 


Mr. Deville stated all employees will make an appointment if they need to come in your house.


Mr. Deville stated they rarely ever need to go in someone’s home or business.

Mr. Deville stated all of their employees have been issued photo identification badges so you can call the customer service number and find out if the person is an actual employee.

Mr. Deville stated another scam happening is called the Green Dot Scam.

Mr. Deville stated this is when a First Energy Employee will call a resident and try to sell them a prepaid credit card issued by the Green Dot Corporation that they purchased at a discount store.

Mr. Deville stated they will ask the resident for the number on the back, at which point the scanner takes all the money on the card.


Mr. Deville asked  if there was anything here that had happened that had not been handled to your liking and there was not.

Shane Kremser, provided testimony.


Mr. Kremser stated the EPA implemented what was called the NPDES.


Mr. Kremser stated this included industrial pollutants.


Mr. Kremser stated we may not realize the impact sediment has to streams and creeks. 


Mr. Kremser stated the EPA requires we enforce this locally.


Mr. Kremser stated he has been reviewing a Storm Water Pollution Plan and is incorporating all things that we need to do.

Mr. Kremser stated we have just never had it codified.


Mr. Kremser stated this based off of a couple of modeled ordinances.


Mr. Kremser stated this is a pretty beefy ordinance so we need to thoroughly review it.


Mr. Kremser stated this a requirement under our general permit.


Mr. Kremser stated this just for your review and consideration.


Dr. Stuart asked Mr. Kremser what he recommends for the next step.


Mr. Kremser stated he recommends we look to approve it because every year he has to do an annual report by April 1st to the EPA.


Mr. Kremser stated he has to give the progress of the required measures that are supposed to be taken.


Mr. Kremser stated he is trying to move the process along but it is up to Council, Law Director and Mayor.


Mayor Stewart stated it is appropriate to familiarize yourself with the material so you know what is in it.


Mayor Stewart stated he is confident Mr. Wolfe will guide with any changes that need to be made.


Mayor Stewart stated it would be nice if we could have something done in the first quarter of the year since Mr. Kremser has to turn in his report in by April 1st.


Mr. Wolfe stated he supports this in principle and because it is lengthy Council needs to have the opportunity to read it.


Mr. Wolfe stated this will give Council the chance to ask any questions if need be before the final passage.


Mr. Wolfe stated he feels we could put this on one of the meetings in January and pass it on the first reading.

Mr. Wolfe stated we could then give notice to anyone offended by it to comment on it or come to the next meeting.
