Mr. Paxton stated this is an ordinance creating additional appropriations.

Mr. Paxton stated the City has received some additional Income Tax Revenue and in effort to not just collect it but to allocate it to the General Fund for the Park and Street Funds.


Mr. Paxton stated they did increase the certificate to acknowledge the two hundred thousand dollars.


Mr. Paxton stated they did not collect an additional two hundred thousand dollars; it was more like one hundred thousand dollars.

Mr. Paxton stated as he was preparing this ordinance he wanted to give it some leeway.

Mr. Paxton stated they did not make the last tax deposit until two hours ago.


Mr. Paxton stated this will then allow all the money the Income Tax department collects to be distributed to those funds.


Mr. Paxton stated there were a couple of other items, one being the Municipal Pool.


Mr. Paxton stated there were some expenditures there that exceed the grouping and some additional appropriations have been prepared there.


Mr. Paxton stated the Employee Benefit Fund is an add on and some additional appropriated money for there as well to cover that as well.


Mr. Paxton stated there was nothing out of the ordinary.


Mrs. Tunnell asked who 615 was.


Mr. Paxton stated it was the Municipal Pool.


Mrs. Tunnell asked about the $1800 in wages and if it had just been paid now.


Mr. Paxton stated it has been paid.


Mr. Paxton stated they had appropriated eighty three thousand dollars and this will raise it to eighty six thousand dollars.

Mr. Paxton stated this ordinance allows the appropriations you have passed throughout the year to be reallocated to other expenditure lines within the appropriations.

Mr. Paxton stated the dollar amount of the appropriations has not changed but it allows monies to be transferred from one line to another.


Mr. Paxton stated this is to balance the different activities.


Mr. Paxton stated he would like to point out that the transfer line at the bottom of 1012901 is not just a transfer for a particular line it is for a particular fund.


Mr. Paxton stated the Probation Fund is the second transfer.


Mr. Paxton stated he has talked to Judge Good this year and there is a reallocation of staffing and expenditures coming from that department.


Mr. Paxton stated unfortunately at the end of the year they have no choice but to meet that financial need.


Mr. Paxton stated it is not just transferring from one line to another but the General Fund is basically the only fund that can really transfer monies from one fund to another.


Mr. Paxton again stated he has talk to Judge Good about this and he is working on it.
