Mayor Stewart Stated the reason for this Special Meeting is because other cities may not have used the money allocated and we were notified very recently that we could have these funds available to us if we could submit Council’s approval to the State by close of business day today.

Mayor Stewart stated we are spending almost $40,000 of Federal money and less than $10,000 of City money to purchase this vehicle.


Mayor Stewart stated when he says City money he means money that is budgeted for the operation of our Ashland Transit System.


Mayor Stewart stated this is one of the new low profile MV vans.


Mayor Stewart stated this has a very shallow ramp that slides out for wheel chair access.


Mayor Stewart stated it is not a compressed natural gas van and we are not excited about that, but it will be a conventional gasoline van.


Mayor Stewart apologized to Council to have to come together this morning but he felt for $40,000 you probably wouldn’t mind coming in.

Mayor Stewart stated we will quickly get the signatures and Liz can notify the State it is on its way.


Mrs. Tunnell asked if this was replacing a van.


Mrs. McClurg stated it is actually an addition but will have a replacement later in the year.


Mrs. McClurg stated this is working off of the remaining 2015 money.


Mrs. McClurg stated we have 100% Capital coverage for our 2016 and that will be our replacement later in the year.
